EMIS Aggregation and Detailed Reporting Programs for Reporting to ODE

_______________________________________________________________________

This document describes the use of the EMSAGG procedure and the validate and dump reformatted record procedure (EMSRDET). The EMSAGG procedure is used to aggregate student data elements into a form outlined by the Ohio Department of Education. The EMSRDET program dumps the reformatted records into sequential files for reporting to ODE.

EMSAGG Procedure

______________________________________________________________________


The EMSAGG procedure is used to enable the aggregation programs to group student indexed file information into a form acceptable by ODE.  The EMSAGG procedure will ask you various questions concerning fiscal year and reporting period to perform the aggregations required for that reporting period.  Four reports will be generated from the aggregation process. The first report is an aggregation report showing either summary or detailed information on the aggregations. The detailed report shows the exact information as it is submitted to ODE. The summary report gives summary totals of the detail information.  The second report is an error report showing errors encountered in the data during the aggregation process. The third report is an exclusion report which show students excluded from the aggregations due to a fatal error or undefined fields.. The fourth report is an inclusion report which show students included in the aggregations.

Using the Program:

EMSAGG - Submit EMSAGG Procedure to Batch

The EMSAGG program allows you a quick and easy way to submit the EMSAGG procedure to the batch queue for processing.  Below is a sample run of the EMSAGG procedure

The parameters contained in the EMSAGG procedure are defined as follows:

“Fiscal Year”

This prompt identifies the fiscal year for which you are submitting aggregations.  The program defaults to the value found in the configuration file

"Reporting Period"

This prompt identifies the one character code representing the reporting period for which you are submitting aggregations.

"Report Option"

This prompt allows you to choose the type of aggregation report required. The choices are to get a [S]ummary report, a [D]etailed report or [B]oth.

"Aggregations to perform"

This prompt allows for two different types of answer. The most common is to omit this parameter to indicate you wish to perform only the aggregations required for the selected reporting period.  This method will be used for reporting to ODE.  Second, you may enter a list of the three character codes representing the aggregations you wish to perform, separated by commas. The three character codes are as follows:

ADM   Record containing counts for all ADM Control aggregations.

NAT   Record containing Non-attendance detail.

NPT   Record containing Non-pupil tuition detail.

PRC   Record containing counts for Program Count aggregations.

PRH   Record containing counts for Program Handicap aggregations.

SFC   Record containing counts for Staff Course aggregations.

Always leave this parameter blank. This parameter may be used to run for user verification and testing, contact MEC for assistance.

"EMIS Database Code"

This prompt allows the user to choose the database in which they wish to work. 

Once you submit the aggregation to batch, you will receive one of the following messages:

Job EMSAGG (queue EMIS$BATCH, entry ###) started on EMIS$BATCH

OR 

Job EMSAGG (queue EMIS$BATCH, entry ###) pending

     pending status caused by queue busy state

When completed you should see the following message:

Job EMSAGG (queue EMIS$BATCH, entry 89) completed

This procedure will generate the following files in the corresponding directory:

Intermediate file  - EMSINT.SEQ (used by ‘look-alike’ reports)

Reporting file     - EMSAGG.SEQ (file to be submitted to ODE)

Aggregation report - EMSAGG4S.TXT

Error Report       - EMSAGG5.TXT

Exclusion Report   - EMSAGG6.TXT

Inclusion Report   - EMSAGG7.TXT

Error Log file     - EMSERR2.SEQ (unformatted)

Exclusion log file - EMSERRX.SEQ (unformatted)

If the reports are not available, or you get the following message after submitting your aggregation to batch, there may be a problem:

Job EMSAGG (queue EMIS$BATCH, entry ####) terminated with error status

If this occurs, either contact MEC or go you your EMIS reports directory and print the report:  EMSAGG.LOG.  This might give you some indication as to why the aggregation failed.  It may be necessary to contact MEC.

You may View any of the *.TXT reports by typing from the prompt:

(EMIS=11N)/Menu>VIEW EMSAGG5.TXT

Or to Print:

(EMIS=11N)/Menu>PRT EMSAGG5.TXT
When printing any of these reports always check the date on the report, in the top left corner of each page.  This will display the date the report was generated.  If the date is an earlier date, you could be looking at the wrong report, your aggregation could not have completed yet, or there was a problem with the aggregation run.

When correcting errors from the EMSAGG5.TXT report, it may be helpful to use the EMIS Report EMS_MSG_2.TXT.  This report gives you a list of all EMIS standard error messages including possible corrective actions.  This report must be generated from the EMIS_RPT – EMIS Reports screen.

EMSRDET - Validate and Dump Reformatted Record Program

_________________________________________________________________

The EMSRDET program allows you to dump reformatted records to detail files. These are the detail files which will be transmitted to ODE containing staff and financial information. The detail files are named EMSRDSnny.SEQ and EMSRDLnny.SEQ where nn = fiscal year and y = reporting period. The EMSRDET program also validates the data before the sequential detail files are created. Only valid reformatted records will be dumped to the detail files. Any record listed on the validation report (EMSRDnny.TXT) with an error level of "E" or higher will not be submitted to ODE.  The validation report may report more than one "W" warning and "E" error per record; however, each record can have only one "F" fatal error, which prevents that record from being included in the dump.

Using the Program:

EMSRDET can be executed interactively or can be submitted to the batch queue for processing.  Below is a sample of running interactively:

This program allows you to dump reformatted records

to detail files.
